d) Waterline replacement-Transmission line 

The importance of the main source of supply for the Utility’s water treatment plant was discussed.A recent EMO 
meeting ,identified a lack of redundancy should there be an extended break in an aging piece of infrastructure. 
Port Hawkesbury Paper and CBCL personnel to be contacted with reference to developing a strategy for 
upgrading and/or replacing the existing line.
