4. Reports/Presentations/Old Bus
a. RCMP Report
Mayor Hadley welcomed Staff Sergeant(SS) David Moran. SS took over command recently in the PH detachment and this afforded him the opportunity to return home. He has a background policing smaller community’s with experience out West and up North. 

Statistics- A summary sheet regarding Inverness District noted response calls of 987 b/w Oct 1.2019 and Dec 31.2019 : this was provided to Council. A comparison of the same period for the prior year of 2018 was included. While local occurrences increased from 85 to 92 from 2018 to 2019, the increase was greatly due to increases in Mental Health Act occurrences. Most other categories were down or same. 

SS. Moran noted little change saying the community is safe. They welcome consultation with communities during their annual policing plan and seek to find out what elected officials want and where they would like to see improvements.

Visibility-Deputy Mayor Russell inquired about visibility in the community and SS Moran noted they do unscheduled visits but the County is large area. 

The 4-wheelers on the trail system were identified as an issue. SS.Moran noted DNR is responsible for enforcing legislation. Provided some suggestions. Will chat with individuals if they know who they are. Has an open door policy for questions or concerns; just call. 

Intersection at Auld’s Cove was highlighted for SS Morans attention. He will draft a letter regarding the issue.

Gallery: Question asked regarding the Act responsible for an unsecured load/secured load on a vehicle. SS. Moran provided a response to the question.

5. New Bus/Correspondence/Information Items
a. African Heritage Month- Request for council to consider ad for African Heritage Month in keeping with past years. 

C’lr Snow moved to place an ad in a local paper to recognize African Heritage Month, Clr Brophy seconded.									     Motion Carried


b. Capital request for new Burner:  Council informed of the status of the bio-fuel burner and the recommendation to replace it. Not a budgeted item. Council requested to assess Capital out of revenue vs budget and assess if funds can be found.

c. Windfarm-Short update provided regarding meeting with staff from PHP. Location of Towers and next steps (MET.Tower) noted. Use of Port more likely than road transport. Town sent message it is open for business.

d. Equalization -It was noted that a recent ad in the Reporter from CB Podcast group was unsolicited and Mulgrave did not receive any letter from the group. The group has asked to do a presentation. A copy of the formula and computation for Mulgrave’s actual transfer payment is now on file from the Province. Date for presentation: TBD.

e. Tax Assessments and Assessment Cap-It was noted that the objective of PVC is to weed out the CAP in time. Current discussions are to do so over a 13 year period.

The Deadline to appeal taxes is Feb 13th. It was suggested that if in doubt to appeal because questions from PVC are not yet answered, appeal and later withdraw appeal. PVC to attend a council session in near future to explain process and answer constituent questions.  Date for presentation: TBD.

f. Scotia Days-Mayor Hadley confirmed that Scotia Days are paid for with fundraising and not paid for by the Town. The Town budgeted and provided a $1000 donation for Scotia Days for the 2019/2020 year. A yearly donation of this size is made to Scotia Days but that is the extent of financial support.

g. Council expenses-It was note expenses were not on line. It was noted that new links were created during the last storm to insert emergency notices however during the process other links were deleted: council expenses was one of these items. Assistance required to repair this. Work order has been activated. Deleted items to be restored.

7. Gallery
a. Cafeteria: Mayor. Hadley noted the intent of MARA to open a cafeteria in the school and all the hard work done by C’lr Snow. The goal is to be open 1-2 days a week. A lot of work being done and survey responses requested to gauge support.

Also noted that the Town is leasing space to MARA for a monthly office upstairs . (room off auditorium) . 

b. Library: It was asked why the town chose winter months to suspend library coverage. Town noted it was based on recommendation from Library Director based on actual stats.

c. VFD Captain Loren MacDonald: Read letter on behalf of department regarding the CAO. Letter requested a response to the letter.

d. Festival-Gallery member noted PH festival does not go through Town and poised question as if Mulgrave should. Mayor Hadley spoke to history, benefits and success of status quo but noted he will take the suggestion.

e. Wildlife-It was noted that foxes/coyotes are chasing deer and that Vince Power, EMO and wildlife officer has been notified. Leaving garbage outside aggravates the issue (Requested as newsletter issue).  Upcoming meeting with Housing on Thursday.

f. Garbage collection-Letter requested to Guys Co requesting that garbage be collected b/f recyclables or garbage remain covered after collecting RCBL’s so as to prevent bird activity.
