6. Terms of Sale

a. All transfers of municipal lands shall be by Quit Claim Deed subject to any easements or other
encumbrances affecting the title to the lands.

b. In addition to the purchase price, the purchaser shall pay the Town on or before the closing
date the following:

i. the expenses incurred by the Town in searching the title and migration to Land
Registration;
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ii. the expenses of the Town in surveying the property, when required;
iil. the deed transfer tax on the sale;

iv. the HST on the sale;

v. the recording fees for the _de_e_d;"

vi. the postage 'eki)enses and,
Vvii. the expenses of the Town n arnvmg at the valuatron of the land.

d. If a tender bld is withdrawn following acceptance bythe Town, the accepted tenderer s dep051t
shall be forfeited to and retained by the Town as liquidated damages, with the Town. reserving
the right to proceed against the tenderer for additional expenses and darnages mcurred and the
tender being deemed not to have been received. -

e. The Town accepts no responsrbzhty for damage to the tendered land aﬂer the date of
notification of acceptance of tender to the successful tenderer. .

8. Waiver of Policy:
a. This policy may be waived by a majority vote of Council if*

1. A request is received to purchase the land by family members of the last known owner of
the land prior to its acquisition by the Town.

ii. A request is received from an adjacent landowner and the size of the lot in question is less
than one acre.
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iii. The public interest appears to be better served by accepting the offer without tendering.
1v. The price offered is equal to the valuation established pursuant to Section 5 hereof.

v. All sales of land by the Town shall comply wrth the provisions set out in the Municipal
Government Act for the sale of mumcrpal land

vi. If a request is. reeewed for the purchase of a parcel of munrelpal land and upon review the
parcel requested is not requrred fora mummpal ‘purpose but is considered to be strategic in
location for economic- deve]oprnent purposes then Council may, by ma]onty vote, waive this
policy-to sell by public tender. In lieu of the public tender process Council may instead
request proposals in accordance with Section 4 ‘of this pollcy which estabhshes the
reqmrements for the proposal and criteria for evaluation. =E L
